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IN MEMORIAM
THOMAS P. MOONAN
1933-2005

NYSLTA officers, executive committee, members and staff deeply
mourn the passing of Thomas P. Moonan.

Mr. Moonan, who served as president of NYSLTA from 2003 to
2004, died suddenly on March 27, 2005, during a family visit
to Atlanta, Ga. He was president and CEO of Monroe Title Insur-
ance Corporation in Rochester.

After earning a bachelor's degree from St. Michael's College at the
University of Toronto in 1955, Mr. Moonan went on to Harvard
University Law School, where he received a law degree in 1958. He
was admitted to the New York State Bar in 1959.

A highly respected real estate attorney in the Rochester area for
more than 30 years, Mr. Moonan was a partner in the law firm
Harris Beach, LLP, until 1997, when he left the firm to lead
Monroe Title. Under Mr. Moonan's leadership, the company grew
to include 200 employees in 23 offices across New York State.
The family business was founded by his father, Paul Moonan, in
1922, and later headed by Mr. Moonan’s brother, Paul, until his
retirement.

A charter member of the American College of Real Estate Lawyers,
Mr. Moonan was a former chairman of New York State Bar Asso-
ciation Real Property Law Section, and a past president of the Title
Insurance Rate Service Association.

Mr. Moonan's service to the community was highlighted by his
participation as a member of the board of directors of The School
of the Holy Childhood. He also received the Lux Award in May
2003 from Nazareth Hall, an award given annually to an alumni
who has made outstanding contributions to the community.

An avid golfer, Mr. Moonan was a member of Monroe Golf Club
for over 30 years.

Mr. Moonan is survived by his wife of almost 50 years, Marie; his
sons, Paul (Debbie) and Thomas (Meg); his daughter, Kathleen
(Ken Rodbell); grandchildren Meghan, Paul, Colleen and Kevin
Moonan, Abby, Billy and Tommy Moonan, and Tommy, Eliza-
beth and Parker Rodbell. Mr. Moonan is also survived by his
brother and sister-in-law, Paul and Diane Moonan and many
nieces and nephews.

“Forcing” of Title Insurance Orders—

seems to be the loss of a title insurance order

through the influence or requirements of a party in
the transaction other than the buyer/borrowers or their
attorneys. It has happened to most of us at some point,
and is especially maddening when it happens after the ex-
amination is done and the title report is written. What
makes an agent even uneasier is the realization that many
other cancelled orders may have been directed to another
title provider without their knowledge.

While an agent may feel cheated when an order is di-
rected to another provider, this behavior may or may not
be illegal, depending on the circumstances of the deal. For
example, most residential real property transfers and
mortgages are subject to RESPA regulations, while most
commercial property transactions are not. If a lender pays
for the title insurance as part of a “bundled” settlement,
the borrower may not have the right to choose the title
insurance provider. So how is an agent to decide if he or
she has been wronged in a particular situation? Here are
some general principles and the underlying statutes:

One of the most common complaints of title agents

A seller generally may not direct the buyer to pur-
chase TI from the seller’s provider:

If the property in question is residential real estate, the sale
and mortgage of the property is usually subject to regula-
tion by the Department of Housing and Urban Develop-
ment, under the regulation known as RESPA. 12 USC
Section 2608 (more commonly known as Section 9 of
RESPA) that states:

(@) No seller of property that will be purchased with the
assistance of a federally related mortgage loan shall
require directly or indirectly, as a condition to selling
the property, that title insurance covering the prop-
erty be purchased by the buyer from any particular
title company.

(b) Any seller who violates the provisions of subsection
(@) of this section shall be liable to the buyer in an
amount equal to three times all charges made for
such title insurance.

However, this section has long been interpreted by

HUD that if the seller pays for all (or most) of the cost

of the title insurance, the seller then becomes the con-

sumer of the product and may select the provider.

A seller or lender generally may not offer anything of
value to a buyer to induce them to choose a TI pro-
vider that is an affiliate of the seller or lender:

The applicable statute in these situations is Section
6409(d) of the Insurance Law, which reads:

No title insurance corporation or any other person act-

ing for or on behalf of it, shall make any rebate of any

portion of the fee, premium or charge made, or pay or
give to any applicant for insurance, or to any person,
firm, or corporation acting as agent, representative,
attorney, or employee of the owner, lessee, mortgagee
or the prospective owner, lessee, or mortgagee of the
real property or any interest therein, either directly or
indirectly, any commission, any part of its fees
or charges, or any other consideration or valuable thing,
as an inducement for, or as compensation for, any title
insurance business. Any person or entity that accepts or
receives such a commission or rebate shall be subject
to a penalty equal to the greater of one thousand dollars
or five times the amount thereof.

Recent opinion letters by the New York State Department

of Insurance™ have indicated that the Department views the

following as violations of 6409(d):

B Imposition of a fee upon the buyer for choosing a dif-
ferent TI provider than the one affiliated to the seller
(Opinion # 05-01-14, dated 1/20/05)

B Additional improvements to a house were given to a
buyer along with a reduction in settlement costs if the
buyer uses the seller’s affiliate TI provider, coupled
with an increase in the selling price if the buyer does
not choose that provider (Opinion #04-10-29, dated
10/24/04)

The Department, through Opinion #05-01-14, now seems
to be indicating that even when there is no apparent direct
financial link between the seller and its title provider, a
seller may be committing a 6409(d) violation by imposing
a fee on the buyers for choosing their own title provider.
The opinion stated that an “apparent arrangement”
between a seller and a TI provider constituted “acting on
behalf of” the TI provider, which made the arrangement a
violation under 6409(d).

A bank or mortgage lender generally may not direct
the borrower to purchase title insurance from a par-
ticular provider:

The Department of Insurance addressed this issue in
Opinion #01-10-02, dated 10/02/2001, which states:

“N. Y. Ins. Law § 2502(a)(2) (McKinney 2000) prohibits
banks, trust companies, savings banks, savings and loan
associations and national banks from requiring a borrower
to obtain title insurance, from a specific title agent or
insurer as a condition to, among other things, securing a
mortgage commitment. While N. Y. Ins. Law § 2502(a)(2)

raditionally, obtaining clearance

for an exception to title which

should have been resolved
when a prior title insurance policy on
the same property was issued can be
a tortured process, often undertaken
in haste on the eve of closing, some-
times even while the closing is in
progress. The prior title insurance
company or agent, once it receives a
written request for proof of how the
exception was disposed of and can
attend to it amongst the multitude of
similar requests, must locate its file in
order to respond. If the prior com-
pany is an agent and the proof is not
found or is not adequate, a letter of
indemnification must then be re-
quested of the agent’s underwriter.
This has proven over time to be an
inefficient process for the timely
closing of titles.

In July 2003, a number of under-
writers in New York State, following
the lead of title insurance companies
in Alabama and Florida, signed a Mu-
tual Indemnification Agreement for
the purpose of streamlining the proc-
ess. This Agreement was expanded
effective April 1, 2005 with the exe-
cution of the First Amended and
Restated Mutual Indemnification
Agreement (“Restated Agreement”).

The underwriters which are parties
to the Restated Agreement are Chi-
cago Title Insurance Company,
Commonwealth Land Title Insurance
Company, Fidelity National Title In-
surance Company, First American
Title Insurance Company of New
York, Lawyers Title Insurance Corpo-
ration, Old Republic National Title
Insurance Company, Stewart Title
Insurance Company, Ticor Title In-
surance Company, Ticor Title Insur-
ance Company of Florida, Transna-
tion Title Insurance Company of New
York, United General Title Insurance
Company, and Washington Title
Insurance Company. Thank you to

the representatives of these compa-
nies who were involved in drafting the
initial Agreement and the Restated
Agreement.

Other title insurance companies li-
censed in New York State are en-
couraged to contact this author to
arrange for participation under the
Restated Agreement.

The procedure is simple. Gener-
ally, if an exception to title is a “Cov-
ered Risk” under the Restated
Agreement, the title insurer to be
indemnified (the “Indemnitee”) has a
copy of either the title insurance pol-
icy issued by or on behalf of the prior
insurer (the “Indemnitor”) or a copy
of the Indemnitor’s marked-up title
report, and the Covered Risk is not
listed as an exception to title in the
Indemnitor’s title policy or marked-up
report, the Indemnitor is deemed to
indemnify the new insurer without
further action on the part of either
company. If the Covered Risk was
excepted but insurance was afforded
against collection or enforcement, the
Indemnitee is indemnified by the prior
title insurer, provided that the new
title insurer similarly excepts but in-
sures against collection or enforce-
ment.

For the relationship of Indemnitor
and Indemnitee to arise as to a Cov-
ered Risk when the new title insurer
is issuing an Owner’s policy, the In-
demnitor must have issued either (i)
an Owner’s policy, (ii) a Loan Policy
when its insured, now transferring an
interest in the property, has acquired
title by a foreclosure or deed-in-lieu,
or (iii) a Loan policy when the new
proposed insured is acquiring title as
the successful bidder in the foreclo-
sure of the previously insured mort-
gage.

For a title insurer issuing a Loan
policy to be an Indemnitee, the In-
demnitor must have issued either (i)
an Owner’s policy, or (ii) a Loan pol-

icy when the Indemnitee is to be in-
suring the assignment, consolidation,
extension, modification or the spread
of the mortgage insured by the In-
demnitor.

What is a Covered Risk? For title
policies issued by an Indemnitee after
April 1, 2005, mortgages and money
judgments (not including federal tax
liens), the lien of which has not ex-
pired by operation of law, against a
person or entity out of title, each in
an amount not exceeding $250,000,
can be a Covered Risk, provided that
no execution has been made or ac-
tion commenced to foreclose or oth-
erwise enforce the lien on the issue
date of the Indemnitee’s policy. For
federal tax liens the limit remains at
$250,000 (as was the case also for
mortgages and money judgments
against a person or entity out of title
for policies issued prior to April 1) for
each federal tax lien.

Also amongst the Covered Risks
are the proof of death of a prior
owner, the payment of estate taxes
by, and exceptions relating to the
devolution of title from, an estate
when a conveyance for consideration
to a bona fide purchaser has been
recorded, matters otherwise relating
to the devolution of title arising prior
to the date of the Indemnitor’s policy,
and errors in property description in
a deed or conveyance other than a
mortgage executed prior to the deed
insured under an Owner’s policy,
provided that the last insured deed
contains the correct description.

The Restated Agreement added to
the Covered Risks for both an
Owner’s or Loan policy of the new
insurer issued on and after April 1,
2005 a mortgage in the original prin-
cipal amount of $500,000 or less,
open of record, made by the current
record owner, not excepted in a Loan
policy issued by an Indemnitor, when

(McKinney 2000) does not specifically address other mort-
gage lenders or their attorneys, N.Y. Banking Law § 595-
a(4) (2001) prohibits a mortgage banker or a mortgage
broker from requiring a borrower to purchase title insur-
ance from a specific title company, agency or agent as a
condition for securing a mortgage commitment.”

The Department further opined that this practice is pro-
hibited under New York State law even if it is permitted
under RESPA.

Up to this point there does not seem to be any indication
whether the Department would consider it a violation of
these laws for the lender to choose the title provider if the
lender is paying all, or a portion, of the TI premium. This
is usually seen in “bundled settlement services” packages,
or for “low closing cost” second mortgages. In such a
situation, however, the lender should be wary of receiving
anything of value from the TI provider and thereby violat-
ing Section 6409(d).

While NYSLTA members have brought possible problems
to the attention of the association in the past, our mem-
bers should be aware that as a trade organization NYSLTA
is not equipped as, and not chartered to be, any kind of
grievance or investigative organization. If we are presented
with evidence of law violations, we may forward it to the
appropriate authorities just like any other citizen. We have
also lobbied the Banking Committees of the Legislature for
more enforcement of 2502(a)(2) and 595(a)(4). However,
having the NYSLTA letterhead on a complaint or request
for an opinion has not seemed to affect the speed or seri-
ousness with which a state agency has considered an issue.

NYSLTA provides an excellent means for getting feedback
from our members regarding customs and practices for
Title Insurance in New York. We encourage you to bring
us your questions and concerns. A trend of similar prob-
lems may cause our association to become involved
through lobbying for relief on behalf of our members.
However, if you feel that you have evidence of a question-
able practice by a TI provider or other party in a transac-
tion, (or have a question about a proposed business prac-

tice of your own), your direct communication with the
appropriate regulatory agency will probably be the fastest
way to get a response from those agencies. The Insurance
Department has provided relatively quick response for
complaints recently, and has referred some TI issues
to their Bureau of Consumer Services for possible
enforcement action. Any regulatory agency will desire writ-
ten or recorded evidence of a questionable business prac-
tice before taking action.

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Maureen P. Lamb Named Acting President of Monroe Title
Following Death of CEO Thomas P. Moonan

On March 31, the Board of Directors of Monroe Title
Insurance Corporation announced the appointment of
Maureen Pilato Lamb as acting president of the Rochester,
NY-based title insurance and
abstract services company.
She succeeds Thomas P.
Moonan, chairman and
president of the company,
who passed away suddenly
and unexpectedly on March
27. This appointment reflects
the succession plan that was
previously put in place by the
Board of Directors.
